Prevent, Profect, Respond, Recover

Homeland Security Challenge:

To ensure the security of individual states as well as that of the
country as a whole, states urgently need the capability to share
information among themselves and with the federal government.

However, policies and procedures can make it difficult to do so.

The gathering and sharing of information within and across states’
houndaries can be used to accelerate prevention and interdiction of
terrorist activities as well as enhance emergency response operations.

Research Project Solution:

The objective of this project is fo develop a diverse set of information
gathering tools for the Kentucky Intelligence Fusion Center (KIFC)

to advance the security status of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
Through this research and development effort, the KIFC will
demonsirate the ability to track officers on duty and share real-
time video via specialized cell phones to provide information to the
KIFC regarding ongoing law enforcement adivities. The tracking of
hazardous material shipments will also provide information that will
allow KIFC analysts to know the location and status of potential threats
to public safety. Analysts will be able to determine attributes such

as the realtime location, cargo, and safety status of trucks carrying
hazardous or radioactive material.

National Implications:

Kentucky is among the first states fo participate in a coordinated
nationwide effort fo enhance capabilities for gathering, analyzing
and disseminating security-related information. At the Kentucky
Intelligence Fusion Center, realime information about the state’s
security status will be gathered, archived, and distributed. Uliimately,
the KIFC will demonstrate the ability to share data and communicate
with other fusion centers in surrounding states and with national
operations centers such as the U.S. Department of Homeland Security
National Operations Center and Joint Analysis Center. Technologies
developed for the Commonwealth of Kentucky is being customized
for other states’ fusion centers (e.g., Mississippi and South Carolina)
and provides a framework for improving information sharing across
states’ boundaries.
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Future development of the KIFC will have a law enforcement emphasis. Activities such as,
Eyes-on-Kentucky, the Kentucky Wireless Instant Messaging System, the Southeastern Shield
Multistate Sharing Initiative and an Inter-State Master Name search is scheduled for FY09.

Staff at the Kentucky Intelligence Fusion Center analyze real-time information to
determine the security status of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
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
